Nunavut,the newest of Canada’s three ter-
ritories,is located in the Arctic Circle.
Nunavut means “our land” in Inukitut,
the local Inuit language. 29,000 people live
in Nunavut and 85% of them are Inuit.
This territory was created on April 1st,
1999 to give these people the power to
form a government which respects their
own cultures, traditions and hopes.
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
